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Learning outcomes

The general objective of this programme is to provide advanced training for psychologists who wish to work in the field of clinical
psychology for children, teenagers and adults.

The precise objectives are:

– to improve practical knowledge relating to psychological interviews, psychological assessment in the areas of psychopathology,
interpersonal relations and learning and development difficulties, planning and implementation of an intervention project and
evaluation of its effectiveness (in coordination with other professionals), working in a network and the management of interprofessional
relationships. These objectives are achieved through different kinds of teaching : for example, case analysis and discussion, learning by
problem solving and presentations by professionals.

– to promote the application of theoretical and practical knowledge in a clinical environment and the acquisition of professional skills
through a placement and a seminar on practice.

– to emphasize the links between theoretical and practical knowledge by producing a dissertation in the form of a detailed case study or
applied research.

On successful completion of this programme, each student is able to :

5.1. Intégrer une logique d’auto-évaluation dans une perspective de développement continu, identifier et intégrer, de manière autonome,
les nouvelles connaissances et compétences indispensables pour pouvoir appréhender rapidement de nouvelles situations relatives à
la psychothérapie.

5.2. Se tenir informé et intégrer, selon une démarche pro-active, les derniers développements scientifiques et cliniques en
psychothérapie (à travers des lectures, la participation à des ateliers de formation continue, la participation à des congrès …).

5.3. Développer ses compétences professionnelles et enrichir sa propre pratique, selon une démarche pro-active, en identifiant ses
besoins en matière de supervisions et d’intervisions et agir pour y répondre.

5.4. Se tenir informé et participer à des activités d’associations professionnelles en psychothérapie et s’y impliquer.

The training, including the placement, the assessments and the production of a dissertation, is for 180 credits, which may be spread
over three years.
