Students enrolled on the Master [120] in EU Studies will become experts in EU affairs, combining a in-depth knowledge of the EU’s
governance model, an ability to critically analyse key EU policies and the practical know-how to be quickly operational in EU-related
jobs.

Upon completion of the Master in EU Studies, graduates will be able to:

» Describe and explain the EU’s economic, political, legal and historical foundations and governing principles

» Develop a critical and expert opinion on key challenges facing the EU (climate change, artificial intelligence, migration, threats to the
rule of law, etc.)

* Understand, analyse and evaluate major EU policies (trade, environment, defence and security, migration, etc.)

* Write policy papers and develop advocacy/lobbying strategies

* Apply for and manage EU funding

* Boast a first job (internship) experience

STRUCTURE DU PROGRAMME

The first year of this programme consists of 300 hours of lectures over two semesters, as well as two practice-oriented seminars.

The second year consists of 180 hours of lectures, only in the first semester. The second semester is made up of an internship, or
alternatively (and exceptionally) to the writing of a master thesis (30 credits).
